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Course Description

This is a specialized but introductory course for applicants who aspire to step into the vast,
and thrilling territories of Teaching English as a Foreign Language (TEFL). Over the course of
42 sessions of practice, discussions, and assignments of moderate difficulty, students will
develop their competence in teaching young learners and raise their awareness of the
theoretical premises which influence the quality of language learning/teaching. Practical
matters will be addressed in detail throughout the course and students will be asked to teach

different parts of coursebooks along the way.

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Grading, Assessment and Evaluation

Grading for the courseis on a scale of 0-100, with the following weightings:

1) Class Participation, Attendance, Assignments, & Ouizzes (35/100)

The students are expected to actively and regularly participate in discussions. Unexcused
absences and tardiness at any time during the course will subject the student(s) to loss of
score. Students will be subject to dismissal if they make 4 unexcused absences or a total of 8

times of tardiness. All quizzes are online.

2) Written Final Examination (35/100)
Attheendof the course, the students will be givena formal summative final exam to evaluate
their knowledge of teaching theories. The exam will be in a multiple-choice format with a

total of 70 questions. The content to be studied comes from the pamphlet.

3) Final DEMO (30/100)
Following the final examination, the students will be given 15 minutes to present their

DEMOs. The students are at will to choose any content and any skill from Wira’s

coursebooks (i.e., American English File Series) to teach in the DEMO session.
